Recipeof the Month

Scrumptious Layered Dessert

First layer:
1 stick butter/margarine

1 cup all-purpose flour

1/2 cup chopped pecans

Cream together and spread ina 9" x 12" x 2"
baking pan. Bakeat 350 for 25 minutes (until lightly
browned).Cook. Cover and place in refrigerator
overnight.

Second layer:

1 8 oz. package cream cheese (at room temp.)

1 cup Cool Whip from 9 oz. container

1 1/4 cup confectioner's sugar

1 bag of flaked coconut (part is used in fourth
layer)

Mix well with mixer at medium speed. Spread over
first layer. Drain 1 large can of crushed pineaple
well and save the juice. Sprinkle with layer of
pineapple then layer of coconut.

Third layer:

2 packages of coconut cream instant pudding
Use pineapple juice (saved from 2nd layer) and
add to it cold milk to make up to total of 3 cups of
liquid to mix with the instant pudding. Mix well
with mixer for 3 minutes.

Fourth layer:

Spread with remaining Cool Whip (minus the one
cup already used). Sprinkle with coconut.
Refrigerate overnight.

NOTE: Do not use Fat Free Cool Whip, Fat-free
milk.
